Information on Technical
Intern Training

— New Residence Management System —

A new residence management system will be
introduced as of July 9, 2012, with the aim of promoting
accurate and consistent management of information
about foreign nationals residing in Japan by the
Ministry of Justice, and improving foreign
administrative services in Japan.

The new system pertains to all foreign nationals with
a visa status that permits them to reside in Japan
medium to long term. It does not apply to people who are
granted permission to reside in Japan for three months
or less, or people with short-term visitor status.

Technical intern trainees who have a landing permit
or visa that grants them a residence period of more than
three months are subject to the new system.

1 Issuance of a Resident Card

A resident card will be issued to foreign nationals
who qualify for the new system.

As a technical intern trainee, you have been granted
a period of stay of either one year or six months, so
you will be issued this resident card. However, since
you have already been residing in Japan prior to July
9, 2012 (when the new system takes effect) and
possess an alien registration card, your alien
registration card will serve as a resident card for a
given period. During this period of transition, you do
not need to go out of your way to trade in your alien
registration card for a resident card.

The resident card will include a photo of you, your
personal information, place of residence, and status of
residence. If you move to a different address Gf your
main place of residence in Japan changes) after you
receive your resident card, you need to report the
change of address to the local municipal office
governing your old address and, within 14 days of
moving to your new address, submit a notification of
change of address to the Ministry of Justice via the
municipal office governing your new address.

If any information other than your address
changes—your name, for example—you need to notify
the local immigration bureau of the change and take
the necessary procedures to receive a new resident
card.

2 Passport and Resident Card (Alien Registration

Card)

The Immigration Control Act requires all foreign
nationals in Japan to always carry their passport and
resident card (or the alien registration card during the
transition period) at all times. Note, however, that you
do not need to have your passport with you if you have
your resident card (alien registration card).

Remember that you must produce your passport or
resident card (alien registration card) on demand
when asked to do so by an immigration inspector or
police officer in the course of their duties.

3 Safekeeping of Your Passport and Resident Card

(Alien Registration Card)

(1) Your passport and resident card (alien registration
card) are important ID documents that you must
carry with you at all times (as mentioned in section
2 above). Therefore, do not entrust them to your
supervising or implementing organization, but have
them in your own safekeeping.
