Be Careful of Water Accidents ‘ ‘

During this season, when the coolness of the water becomes
enticing, all of you may have opportunities to swim and play in
the water, whether it’s at the riverside, the sea, or in a pond.
However, every year, technical intern trainees are involved in
life-threatening water accidents. Therefore, please be sure to
observe the following precautions when playing or swimming at a
beach or river. We hope that none of you become involved in a

water accident.

1. Never swim in places that are not designated as a swimming
area.
is allowed in areas where a “No Swimming” sign is
posted. Such areas are dangerous, even if they may appear safe at
a glance. The water may deepen suddenly in some places, the

current may be fast, or water craftss may have the right of way. It

is important that you never enter these areas.

2. Never go swimming under the influence of alcohol or when

you are not feeling well.

3. Never swim or dive into a river that is swollen after a heavy

rain, as doing so is extremely dangerous.
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
