Information on Technical
Intern Training
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— Start Studying Japanese Today

How are you doing as technical intern trainees in
Japan? Is your daily training going well? The extent to
which you can enjoy your life in Japan is largely related
to acquiring the Japanese language. You need Japanese
language proficiency not only at the site of your technical
intern training program, but also to make your daily life
in Japan more agreeable. How have you acquired the
necessary Japanese language skills?

Even if you wish to become better at Japanese, some of
you may be finding yourselves too tired to study
Japanese after a full day of technical intern training.
Some of you may be thinking that you were never good
at sitting at a desk and studying a textbook in the first
place. Still some others of you may simply not know

what to do to study Japanese.

For all of you who fall under the above situations, we
will teach you a simple and easy way to steadily improve

your Japanese language skills.

+ Communicate in Japanese with large numbers of
Japanese people.
Make a point of actively engaging many Japanese
people in conversation, including your superiors,
colleagues and other acquaintances around you. Talk
hobby,

music—anything at all. Simply enjoy the conversation

about your your family, your favorite
without worrying about making grammar mistakes.
Do not think you need to speak prefect Japanese.

By speaking Japanese frequently, you can acquire
speaking skills, and by listening to Japanese people
speak, you can acquire listening skills. The more you

converse, the more you can improve your Japanese.

* Learn a specific number of new words each day.
When speaking in Japanese, you are likely to come

across words that you do not know the Japanese for.
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Since it is difficult to learn many new words at once,
it is a good idea to learn a certain small number of
words each day. You could perhaps select new words
from a textbook, or you could have your technical
intern training coordinator select technical words that
are especially relevant to your training. The more
words you acquire, the more you will be able to speak
on a broad range of subjects and enjoy conversations
in Japanese.

You may forget words that you learned once, but
this is only natural. You do not need to worry
whatsoever about forgetting words. Simply read the
words over and over again and try to remember them

as best you can.

« Apply the Japanese language you have learned to your
daily life.

In your Japanese language class, you probably
learned how to shop and how to ride public
transportation. Put that knowledge and relevant
Japanese words to use when you actually go shopping
or ride a train.

In many cases, even when you think you
understand, you may not be able to perform the action
when you actually try it. Do not stop at
understanding, but go beyond that to being able to
perform the action.

In addition to studying at a desk, using Japanese
language in daily life outside of training will help you
improve your Japanese in many ways. When you go
shopping, for example, you can improve your reading
skill as well as learn new vegetable names by
browsing through a supermarket flier beforehand. You
can also brush up on your speaking and listening
skills when you cannot find what you are looking for

and ask a store clerk where to find it.

There are many other ways to study Japanese. Be
creative and try many ways, as the accumulation of
small efforts can lead to significant results.
